1. On pages 186-187, Chris and Donna both become aware that Jason Ritchie is a huge suspect in the two murders. Chris tells Donna that he is going to visit Jason alone to ask him questions, but Donna insists that she go with him, until Chris eventually gives in and lets her. Describe a time where you had to persuade someone to let you be involved in something that they thought might be better for you to sit out of. 

Are you somebody who works hard to advocate for yourself to be included in things?

In what ways do you advocate for yourself to get involved in situations or activities?

2. On page 202, Ron and Ibrahim are talking about how Bernard always sits on a bench by the cemetery, and that is where he gets his peace. What is a place/ places where you get your peace? Describe that place. 

Do you agree that simply being in a certain place can give you a feeling of calmness? Why or why not?

3. In chapters 60 and 63, we get an idea about how quickly and how strongly Bogdan trusts Elizabeth without really knowing anything about her – he even trusts her enough to bring her to the bones that he found in the cemetery. Are there people in your life that you immediately trusted when you met them, even before you really got to know them?

What are some qualities in people that can make you trust them very quickly?  

4. In chapter 67, Jason is thinking about the time in his life where he would hang out with Tony Curran, Bobby Tanner, etc. He remembers a time where Tony Curran did something terrible, which was when Jason stopped spending time around those people. Describe a time where somebody did something that you did not agree with, and how you reacted to it.

Are you quick to forgive people in situations where they do something that you do not agree with?

5. In chapter 69, it is revealed that Matthew Mackie is not a priest, and has no connection to the church – in fact, he used to be a doctor. What are your predictions about why he liked about being a Father this entire time? Why do you think that he was so adamant about protecting the cemetery?
