1. On page 334, Elizabeth tells Penny, “I see the choice you made, to deliver your own justice. I don’t agree with it, but I see it.” Throughout the book, characters choose to do what is consistent with their moral code over the law.
What experiences or values do you think shape a person’s moral code?
· Personal experiences
· Family culture and upbringing 
· Religion or beliefs
· Society and laws

Elizabeth says she “sees” the choice Penny made, even though she does not agree. What do you think she means by that?
· She understands the reasoning
· She empathizes with Penny
· She sees the complexity of the situation
· She relates to the choice

Think of a time when you did not agree with a decision someone else made. What helped you see their perspective?
· Asking questions and listening
· Considering their past experiences
· Putting myself in their shoes 
· I could not see their perspective 
2. On page 346, Joyce reflects on how little Elizabeth knew about Penny even in a close friendship. What do you think helps people feel most safe to share openly in a friendship?
· Trust and honesty
· Feeling accepted without judgment
· Time and shared experiences
· Emotional support

John felt a strong need to protect Penny once he heard about what she did. Describe a time when you felt protective of someone else, or when someone was protective of you. What did that mean to you?
· It showed care and loyalty
· It made me feel safe
· It strengthened the relationship
· It showed someone was looking out for me

3. Joyce describes how her daughter Joanna can “see straight through her” (348). In question 1, we mention “seeing” a choice. Here we are talking about “being seen”. What does this mean?
· Someone accepts you fully, flaws included

· Someone agrees with most of your choices
· Someone understands your intentions, not just your actions

5. Looking back on the book, what is one message or moment about friendship, growing older, or doing what’s right that has stuck with you?
· It’s never too late to take action
· Loyalty matters most in difficult situations
· Justice can look different depending on the person
· Small acts of kindness make a big impact
